THE RIGHT TO BE CAYMANIAN AFTER THE AGE OF EIGHTEEN

GUIDE TO APPLICANTS

This information leaflet is to assist persons who will lose, or have lost, the right to be Caymanian (or Caymanian Status previously) upon reaching, or having reached, the age of eighteen and who wish to apply for the right to be Caymanian. The first section sets out who is entitled to apply; the second section lists what you must submit with your application if you are entitled to apply. The information you provide will be used by the Caymanian Status and Permanent Residency Board to confirm your eligibility and to determine whether you satisfy the criteria for the continuation of the right to be Caymanian. Please note that it is extremely important that you provide all the required information. If you fail to do so, or if the information is incomplete, this will lead to delays in processing and could ultimately lead to your application being refused.

Section 1

WHO IS ELIGIBLE TO APPLY UNDER SECTION 22(8) OF THE IMMIGRATION LAW 2003?

“A person who –

(a) has attained the age of seventeen years;

(b) has Caymanian Status which –


(i) will expire when he attains the age of eighteen years; or


(ii) has expired upon his having attained the age of eighteen years; and

(c) has been legally and ordinarily resident* in the Islands for at least five out of the seven years immediately preceding the date of the application, may apply to the Board for the grant of the right to be Caymanian…”

* “legally and ordinarily resident” is defined in the Immigration Law 2003 as meaning “the voluntarily, physical presence in the Islands for a period of time without legal impediment of a person (other than a tourist visitor or transit passenger) during which period he regards the Islands as his normal place of abode for the time being, save that absences abroad for purposes of education, health or business during such period shall count as residence in the Islands”.

Section 2

The following must be submitted with your application:


COVER LETTER:

Please provide a letter addressed to the Secretary of the Caymanian Status and Permanent Residency Board, clearly stating the grounds upon which you are applying and any other information that you consider relevant to your application.

   
DUPLICATE APPLICATION FORMS:

Please provide two fully completed application forms.


FEES:

When you submit your application you will be required to pay a non-refundable administrative filing fee of CI$250.00. If your application is approved, you will be required to pay a grant fee of CI$500.00


BIRTH CERTIFICATE:
Please provide a notarised copy of your birth certificate so that we may confirm your age.


REFERENCES

You must provide three written references from persons (not relatives) who have known you for some years. Please note that these references must be sent directly by the referees to the Secretary, Caymanian Status and Permanent Residency Board and not submitted with your application.

  
EVIDENCE THAT YOU HAVE A CAYMANIAN PARENT:

Please provide a notarised copy of your Caymanian parent’s birth certificate or other proof that they possess the right to be Caymanian (previously Caymanian Status).

EVIDENCE THAT YOU POSSESS OR POSSESSED THE RIGHT TO BE CAYMANIAN (PREVIOUSLY CAYMANIAN STATUS:)

Please submit a notarised copy of the letter acknowledging that you possess the right to be Caymanian (or Caymanian Status previously) until reaching the age of eighteen (if such letter was issued).


    
PHOTOGRAPHS:

Please provide one full face and one profile photograph (passport size).

  
MEDICAL QUESTIONNAIRE:

You must submit a medical questionnaire that has been completed by you (Part 1) and your physician (Part 2). A copy of the questionnaire is attached. You must also provide the lab report (original) showing the HIV/VDRL test results. Note: the HIV/VDRL tests must be taken within the six months preceding your application.

 
PROOF OF LEGAL AND ORDINARY RESIDENCE:

You must provide proof that you have been legally and ordinarily resident in the Cayman Islands for at least five out of the seven years immediately preceding the date of your application. This could be, for example, notarised copies of pages from your passport(s) showing work permits, and/or (if applicable) your Residency & Employment Rights Certificate, Certificate of Permanent Residence or Student visa approval letter. 

             PROOF OF IDENTITY: 
So that we may confirm your identity, please provide a copy of your current passport (the data page showing your name and photograph is all that is required).
